March 5, 2013

The Walton County Board of Commissioners held its regular monthly
meeting on Tuesday, March 5, 2013 at 6:00 p.m. in the Commission Board
Room, Walton County Government Building, 303 South Hammond Drive,
Monroe, Georgia. Those present included Chairman Kevin Little,
Commissioners Clinton Ayers, Mark Banks, Timmy Shelnutt, Lamar
Palmer, Jeremy Adams and Kirklyn Dixon, County Clerk Leta Talbird,
County Attorney Kirby Atkinson, Human Resources Director Karen
Fraser and Planning Director Mike Martin. A list of citizens and other
employees in attendance at this meeting is on file in the auxiliary file
under this meeting date.

Emmett Wolfe spoke during the public comment segment of the meeting
regarding his request for a water line on Broach Spur.

Chairman Little called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m. and lead those
present in the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioner Ayers opened the
meeting in prayer.

Commissioner Palmer made a motion to adopt the agenda with the
addition of a possible decision on the Providence Club sidewalk issue.
Commissioner Adams seconded the motion. All voted in favor.

The Board considered a Planning Commission recommendation to
approve, with conditions, 212120007 — Rezone .27 acre from A-2 to B-1
for a retail plant nursery for Troy Hensley. The effected property is
located at 1270 John Stowe Road and is further identified on WC Tax
Map C 85, Parcel 128. Chairman Little opened the public hearing on the
matter. Troy Hensley came before the Board in support of the rezone.
There was no one present in opposition. Chairman Little closed the public
hearing. Commissioner Ayers made a motion to approve the rezone as
recommended by the Planning Commission. Commissioner Banks
seconded the motion. All voted in favor.

Commissioner Palmer made a motion to table a Planning Commission
recommendation to approve with conditions Z13010004 — Rezone 65 +/-
acres from A-1 to A for aquaponics greenhouses powered by solar panels
for MultiGreen Agriculture Comm. until the April 2, 2013 Board meeting.
There was no one present in opposition. Commissioner Ayers seconded
the motion. All voted in favor.

The Board considered a Planning Commission recommendation to
approve CU12120003 — Conditional Use on 7 acres for a guest house for
Charles and Janice Collins. The effected property is located at 852 Social



Circle Fairplay Road and is further identified on WC Tax Map C 171,
Parcel 15 split. Chairman Little opened the public hearing on the matter.
The applicant, Janice Collins, came before the Board in support of the
Conditional Use. There was no one present in opposition. Chairman
Little closed the public hearing. Commissioner Palmer made a motion,
seconded by Commissioner Adams, to approve the Conditional Use. All
voted in favor.

At 6:12 p.m., Commissioner Dixon entered the meeting.

The Board considered a Planning Commission recommendation to
approve an amendment to the Walton County Land Development
Ordinance as per errata sheet dated 12-02-12. Planning Director Mike
Martin stated that the amendment deletes the Door-to Door guidelines
from the Land Development Ordinance. He stated that the regulations
were added to the Ordinance at the request of the Sheriff. Mr. Martin
explained the difficulties the Planning & Development Department has in
issuing permits and enforcement. Chairman Little opened the public
hearing on the matter. There was no one present in opposition. Chairman
Little closed the public hearing. Commissioner Ayers made a motion to
approve the amendment. Commissioner Adams seconded the motion;
voted and carried unanimously.

The Board held a public hearing and first reading of an amendment to the
Walton County Impact Fee Ordinance. There was no one present in
opposition. Chairman Little closed the public hearing. Commissioner
Adams made a motion to proceed with the Ordinance amendment process.
Commissioner Palmer seconded the motion. All voted in favor. A called
meeting was scheduled on March 20, 2013 at 12:00 p.m. to consider the
proposed amendment.

The Board discussed the problems being caused by trees planted within
the right of way in The Providence Club subdivision. Commissioner
Adams made the following proposal:

1. Removal of trees over a 5-year period. (250 trees per year)

2. Walton County will remove trees and grind stumps.

3. The Providence Club will be responsible for finishing touches, sod
and clean up.

4. If The Providence Club chooses to replant trees/shrubs within the
County right of way, they must sign an agreement assuming all
responsibility for damages caused by anything planted.

5. Walton County will evaluate sidewalks and repair as needed.

After discussion, Commissioner Adams made a motion to proceed with
presenting the aforementioned proposal to The Providence Club Home
Owners Association.  Commissioner Dixon seconded the motion.
Commissioners Ayers, Banks, Palmer, Adams and Dixon voted in favor of



the motion. Commissioner Shelnutt abstained. The motion carried.

Commissioner Ayers made a motion to approve the following items as

presented on the Administrative Consent Agenda:

1. Approval of the February 5, 2013 meeting minutes
2. Approval of the following budget amendments:

- Roads and Walkways: Budget amendment for material and
equipment expenditures in the amount of $60,000.00. This is
a transfer from one expenditure line to another with no effect
on fund balance

- Water Fund 507: Budget amendment to move Dues and Fees
expenditures from Budget Unit 4446 to Budget Unit 4415 in
the amount of $2,000.00. No effect on Fund 507 fund balance.

- Water Fund 507: Budget amendment to increase insurance
reimbursement revenue and vehicle expenditures in Budget
Unit 4446 in the amount of $13,606.72 for vehicle that was
totaled. This is an increase to both revenues and expenditures
with no effect on Fund 507 fund balance.

- Libraries: Budget amendment to increase the allocation to
regional libraries in the amount of $39,629.00 as a result of the
opening of the Walnut Grove Library. This is a decrease to
fund balance in the General Fund.

- Animal Control: Budget amendment to increase both
expenditures and revenues for donations made to Animal
Control in the amount of $675. No impact on fund balance in
the General Fund.

Commissioner Adams seconded the motion; voted and carried

unanimously.
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Commissioner Palmer made a motion to approve the following staffing
additions:

1. Detention Officers - 6. This request is to add staff for the
Diversion Center at the Sheriff’s Office. The center should be
ready for occupancy on April 1st. To be advertised externally and
internally. These positions were not funded in FY-13.

2. Flaggers — 3 TEMPS. This request is to add staff for the paving
season for Public Works. The positions will be needed only on a
seasonal basis (April 1 through October 1) as temporary



employees. To be advertised externally and internally. Funding is
available in the current FY-2013 budget.

3. Deputy Sheriff Senior — Youth Investigations. This request is to
support the agreement reached between the County and Loganville
Christian Academy. LCA will reimburse the County for salary and
benefits expenses for the position. To be advertised externally and
internally. For the record.

4. Risk and Liability Specialist — Facilities and Risk Management.
This request is made to recruit for a full-time position to replace
the risk/liability responsibilities of Joyce Chambers’ position in
readiness for her pending retirement in a few months. To be
advertised externally and internally. A budget amendment will be
needed for the remaining months in FY-13 with allocated funding
in FY-14.

Commissioner Dixon seconded the motion. All voted in favor.

Commissioner Dixon made a motion to re-appoint the following people to
the Development Authority of Walton County: Morris Jordan — 4-year
term to expire 12/31/17, Neal Jackson — 3-year term to expire 12/31/16,
Coleman Landers — 2-year term to expire 12/31/15, Thomas Carter — 1-
year term to expire 12/31/14 and Chamber Representative Meredith
Malcom. Commissioner Palmer seconded the motion; voted and carried
unanimously.

At 6:35 p.m., Commissioner Ayers made a motion, seconded by
Commissioner Dixon, to enter into executive session. Commissioners
Ayers, Banks, Shelnutt, Palmer, Adams and Dixon voted in favor.

At 6:40 p.m., Commissioner Ayers made a motion, seconded by
Commissioner Dixon, to return to regular session. Commissioners Ayers,
Banks, Shelnutt, Palmer, Adams and Dixon voted in favor. Chairman
Little stated that no votes were taken while in executive session.

Commissioner Palmer made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Dixon,
to adopt a resolution and order consenting to the condemnation of the
Owens property, identified on WC Tax Map C 171, Parcel 22. All voted
in favor. (Hard Labor Creek Reservoir Project)

Commissioner Ayers made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Adams,
to adopt a resolution and order consenting to the condemnation of the
Strickland property, identified on WC Tax Map N169A, Parcel 67. All
voted in favor. (Hard Labor Creek Reservoir Project)

At 6:41 p.m., Commissioner Ayers made a motion, seconded by
Commissioner Palmer, to adjourn the meeting. All voted in favor.
